Our two centres of excellences 
were up and running. One in 
London looking at identifying the 
genetic basis of prostate cancer, 
and one split over Belfast and 
Manchester, working to improve 
radiotherapy to prevent prostate 
cancer recurring.

We launched a three year Life 
After Prostate Cancer Diagnosis 
study with the Movember 
Foundation, to learn the impact of 
prostate cancer on daily life, and 
help us persuade health providers 
to invest in services that men need.

On behalf of the Movember 
Foundation we’re managing the 
delivery of UK research in the 
largest ever global investment in 
men’s health, TrueNTH.

We brought 75 experts from across 
the globe together for a three day 
forum to discuss the best way to 
beat prostate cancer.

2,699 health professionals attended 
our face to face education courses 
and conferences across the UK.

We were a finalist in the General Practice

Over 6,000 health 
professionals registered 
for our online learning, 
including new webinars 
hosted by experts across 
the healthcare landscape.

We developed new clinical 
guidelines to help manage 
chronic prostatitis and two 
quick guides for treating 
erectile dysfunction, where 
none existed before.
